Interim City Administrator Joseph Rose announced that the City is in the process of obtaining an SRF Loan through the State to accomplish a few Utilities Projects and would like to schedule a Work Session to discuss before the application deadline. Departmental Business:
Public Works Director, Brooke Starnes announced that the Public Works Department will be offering pink garbage cans to citizens, with all proceeds benefitting Breast Cancer Research.  She explained that the ninety-five (95) gallon cans will be $75.00 each with a three (3) cart maximum and the order deadline is May 31st. Public Comment:

Ms. Carolyn Street, 1702 27th Street, came before Council to discuss problems occurring in her neighborhood.  She explained that the apartment building next door is putting their garbage near her property line and the wind blows it into her yard.  She would like for the garbage to be put on the opposite end of the apartment building’s lot, further away from her yard.  She also expressed her concern with people speeding and running stop signs in her neighborhood.  Councilman Hambright said that he has contacted Police Chief Burton about these issues and they will have extra patrol units in this area.
Mr. Stephen Schwab, 2520 5th Street, came before Council to discuss traffic problems at 22nd Avenue as well as the intersection of 9th Street and Main Avenue.  He asked that “No Parking” signs be installed along 22nd Avenue behind Billy’s Restaurant.  He explained that vehicles are parking along both sides of 22nd Avenue which blocks the roadway for through traffic.  Mr. Schwab also asked the Council to re-stripe the hatch marks at the intersection of 9th Street and Main Avenue.  He explained that the markings have faded and people are illegally parking along the street and blocking visibility at this intersection.  President Logan said that he will have the Police Department look at illegal parking on 22nd Avenue and have the Public Works Department look at the signage at 22nd Avenue as well as re-stripe the hatch marks at the 9th Street and Main Avenue intersection.
